Heading 1 is the highest level of heading within your paper. These headings are flush left and set all caps in 9pt Times New Roman Bold. Add one line of space above and below these headings. DO NOT number heading sections. Numbering heading sections and subsections will confuse the reader when presented with the other papers. Please follow appropriate outline hierarchy by not skipping heading levels. [Body Text]
This paragraph is styled as “Body Text” and will be the base style for most text. It is set in 9pt Times New Roman on 10pt of line spacing (leading). 10pt leading is used throughout. The printable area is 5½ × 8 inches (140 × 203mm). The following margins should be applied: [Body Text]
· For US letter, set all margins to 1.5 inches. [Bullet List 1]
· For A4, left and right margins to 35mm and top and bottom to 47mm. [Bullet List 1]
Do not add page numbers to your paper. All page numbers will be added after the paper is placed in the book. For editorial assistance and guidelines, see the SME Book Publishing Style and Editorial Guide. [Body Text]
Heading 2 [Heading 2]
Heading 2 is the second level of heading within your article. These headings are left-aligned and set in Headline Style (Initial Caps) in 9pt Times New Roman Bold. Spacing above Heading 2 is set as one line (10pt). Headline style capitalizes the first letter of each word except for the words the, a, an, and, but, for, or, nor, to, as, unless they are the first or last word in the heading. There will be exceptions for clarity such as pH, chemical compounds, and the second word in a species name like Homo sapiens. [Body Text]
1. The List Number style creates numbered lists and works the same as bulleted lists. Use numbered lists when specific numbering is required, such as steps in a process. [List Number 1]
2. This is the second item in a numbered list. [List Number 1]
a. List Number 2 is a numbered sublist. [List Number 2]
b. This is the second item in a numbered sublist. [List Number 2]
Heading 3

Heading 3 is the third level of heading within your article. These headings are set in sentence style, which capitalizes the first letter of the first word only with the exception of clarity such as described in Heading 2. Heading 3 is set in 9pt Times New Roman Italics. Spacing above Heading 3 is set as one line (10pt) above. [Body Text]
· The List Bullet style creates a bulleted list. Set 9/10 Times New Roman. These lists are all hanging indents so that text running to a second line will align properly. [List Bullet 1]

· When you wish to return to regular text. Apply the Body Text style. [List Bullet 1]
· List Bullet 2 creates a sub-bulleted list. [List Bullet 2]
· Another bullet 2 item. [List Bullet 2]
Heading 4. Heading 4 is the fourth level of heading within your article. These headings are set in sentence style in 9pt Times New Roman Bold-Italic and run in to the paragraph that follows. Use the Body Text paragraph style. Sentence style capitalizes the first letter of the first word only. Allow exceptions for clarity such as described in Heading 2. [Body Text]

The Equation style contains a tab to hold the number of the equation if you choose to number your equations. The style is indented 0.25 inches with 10pt of line space above and below.

Figure Guidelines

Number your figures sequentially beginning with number 1 and continuing to the end of the paper. Refer to your figures by number (e.g., see Figure 1), NOT by relative location (see figure above, below, on next page, etc.). This allows you to place the figure wherever it fits best. [Body Text]

Your final submission will be uploaded to an SME Web site. Submission requirements include (1) a PDF file, (2) an original Word file, and (3) any linked graphics zipped into one folder. [Body Text]
Sending a PDF with all fonts embedded ensures that your paper will be printed exactly as you created it. Use Press Quality settings for highest quality. Microsoft Word 2007 allows you to save the file directly as a PDF. For previous versions of Word, there are many programs available on all platforms to convert files to PDF format. Free third-party programs such as PDF Printer (Bullzip.com), PrimoPDF (PrimoPDF.com), and cutePDF (cutePDF.com) install easily and are used like a printer driver.
