COAL & ENERGY DIVISION SCHOLARSHIP GUIDELINES 



 
The Coal & Energy Division of the Society for Mining, Metallurgy, and Exploration aggressively supports the continued 
development of an Endowed Coal & Energy Division Scholarship Fund to ensure scholarships for deserving college-university 
students who have chosen as a career path the field of mining engineering with an emphasis on coal. 
 
These are limited scholarships, however, in that they are only offered to those students pursuing a course of study leading to a 
degree in Mining Engineering.  The applicant must be enrolled in an ABET-accredited program within the United States and 
engaged in coal-related activities.  An annual total amount is provided by the Coal & Energy Division Executive Committee 
from the earnings of the Coal & Energy Division Scholarship Endowment Fund for equivalent distribution to the designated 
students meeting the scholarship criteria. 
 
There is no limit on the number of applicants that may come from one school or university, however only one Coal & Energy 
Division Scholarship will be awarded to an ABET-accredited Mining Engineering program in any given year. 
 
Rules and Procedures: 
 

1. The applicant must be a Student Member of SME and have completed the sophomore year of college or university 
studies and be classified as a junior or senior.   

2. The applicant must have a minimum cumulative 2.50 GPA.   
3. The applicant must be attending two semesters within the academic year for which the scholarship is being awarded.  

Exception can only be made in the case of a sustaining scholarship for a fifth-year senior.   
Applications will be accepted from freshman or sophomores only if prior coal industry employment can be 
demonstrated. 

4. The applicant must demonstrate prior employment within the coal industry or provide written proof (through an offer 
letter or certification from the Program Chair or Department Head) of pending employment.  In the case where the 
applicant is unable to secure coal industry employment, the applicant may instead submit a letter, approved by the 
Program Chair or Department Head.  This letter must explain the unsuccessful efforts that were made to get coal 
industry employment and reaffirm the applicant’s intent to pursue a career in the coal industry. 

5. Juniors or Seniors who have received a previous Coal & Energy Division Scholarship may, upon submitting a new 
application, be granted a scholarship, subject to the recommendations of the college or university the recipient is 
attending and review by the Scholarship Committee. 

6. The completed application form must be accompanied by the student transcript and two letters of recommendation, one 
of which must be from the Program Chair or Department Head. 

7. The application form should include a brief outline of the applicant’s participation in mining industry-related activities 
(such as the student chapter or local section of SME), coal industry employment or employment commitment, scholastic 
achievements, and an explanation why the applicant is interested in a career in coal and is deserving of Coal & Energy 
Division support. 

 
The deadline for receipt of all documents is October 30. 
 
The Coal & Energy Division Scholarship Committee reviews all applications and supporting documents to insure that Coal & 
Energy Division objectives and standards are being maintained.  The Committee’s recommendations are submitted to the Coal & 
Energy Division Executive Committee for approval after which the university/college will award the scholarship to the student.

INDUSTRIAL MINERALS DIVISION SCHOLARSHIP GUIDELINES 
 
The Industrial Minerals Division of the Society for Mining, Metallurgy, and Exploration annually awards one 
or more scholarships to promising college students who desire to develop their skills in industrial minerals.  
The total amount of the award (approximately $2,000) is apportioned to one or more students at the discretion 
of the Division.  A Gerald V. Henderson Industrial Minerals Memorial Scholarship may be awarded to a 
student(s) who is a member of SME, attending any college or university of his or her choice in the US that 
provides the following: a geology, mining engineering, or minerals economics curriculum leading to a B.S., 
M.S., or Ph.D. degree, and a faculty advisor with special interests in an industrial minerals-oriented program. 
 
Candidates for awards must be of good character and must have demonstrated scholastic aptitude.  College 
entrance requirements must be completed, class average grades must be maintained overall, and a "B" average 
is required in the major.  Candidates must be enrolled in a regular course of study leading to a degree in 
geology, minerals engineering, mining engineering, or mineral economics.  The Applicant must also show a 
proven need for financial assistance to complete the academic program he or she is pursuing.  A desire for and 
probability of success in a career in industrial minerals will be important factors in selection of the successful 
candidate.  Before awards are authorized, candidates may be interviewed by one or more of the Scholarship 
Committee to determine the nominee's desire for a career in industrial minerals and his/her likelihood for 
success. 
 
Candidates or applicants for these scholarships may be proposed by any of the following:  mining and 
minerals companies; SME Local Sections; state mining institutes; high school principals; industrial minerals 
associations; manufacturers of mining and processing equipment; minerals research organizations; or geology 
and mining engineering departments at colleges or universities. 
 
Rules and Procedures: 
 

1. Applicant must be a member in good standing with SME. 
 

2. Applicant must be fully matriculated at a school approved by SME.  Junior or senior 
standing, or above, is also a prerequisite. 

 
3. The applicant must submit two references from faculty members, people from industry, 

or others who can write about his/her academic potential and professional interests.  
Deadline for their reports is October 15. 

 
4. The deadline for applications is October 15. 

 
5. An interview may be required. Membership Services Department will coordinate this, if

MINING & EXPLORATION DIVISION SCHOLARSHIP 
 
The Mining & Exploration Division offers its Division Scholarship on an annual basis to students pursuing a 
career in the minerals industry.  Selection is made by the Mining & Exploration Division Scholarship 
Committee and is based on a combination of financial need and academic promise. Up to four scholarship 
awards may be given at $1,500.00 each.  The total amount shall not exceed $6,000.00 per year without 
approval of the M&E Division Executive Committee. 
 
Two letters of recommendation are to be attached to the Application for Scholarship.  One letter should be 
submitted by his/her department chairperson.  This letter must show the applicant's grade point average and 
class standing.  The second letter may come from another professor, former or current employer, or person 
from the minerals industry who knows the applicant well.  Both letters of recommendation should reflect the 
criteria noted below: 
 

1. Only one candidate from each eligible department of the institute may be nominated per 
academic year for this Scholarship. 

  
2. The applicant must currently be enrolled as an undergraduate in an ABET accredited 

minerals-related program. 
 

3. The applicant must be majoring in mining, geology, or other field of specialization 
covered by the M&E Division's technical unit committees (Environmental Control & 
Reclamation, Geochemistry, Geology, Geomechanics, Geophysics, Hydrology, Open 
Pit Mining, Operations Research, Solution Mining, Underground Mining, and 
Underground Ventilation). 

 
4. The applicant must be a U.S. citizen, or have permanent resident status.
